e Support and hunt a traditional 9 day gun season.

e Support measures to deal with the increase in predation and the effect on the deer herd.
e Support of continued CWD testing.

e Deny access to private lands for sharp-shooting purposes.

e Support the elimination of “earn-a-buck”.

¢ Limit doe harvest when land owner deems necessary.

e Limit participation in antler-less only seasons.

e Educate and encourage participation in youth and mentor hunts.

In the long-term as we continue to monitor the localized deer populations we may consider the following to help
achieve our goals.

e Minimize overall hunting pressure by reducing participation in some or all seasons.

e Limit overall access to private hunting lands.

e Discontinue purchasing Whitetail deer hunting license and refrain from hunting Whitetails for a period of one
year.
