Uplands Perennial Food Plot Fact Sheet

Ladino Clover is a tall white flowering clover that tolerates wet, acidic soils. Ladino is very high in protein and should only be used in mixtures. A major component of many deer and wildlife food plot mixtures.
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DC 990 Brand Red Clover is a high yielding three year red clover with the disease resistance, winter hardiness and persistence to perform in the upper midwest.
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A perennial taproot herb, Chicory is drought tolerant and mineral rich. It produces abundant high protein leafy forage throughout the summer. Used in wildlife mixtures as a food for deer, grouse and turkeys. Puna chicory is currently being grown as far north as Alberta Canada, proving that it is more widely adapted than most other varieties. It is resistant to bolting, which leads to higher spring nutrient levels in the leaves. It is also improved for resistance to grazing pressure, which can be very important in small plots. It is also an excellent companion to clover
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There Are Useful Forbes Such As Delar Small Burnet, Attractive To Game Birds For Its Perennial Evergreen Plant Type Which Provides Food All Year Round. It Produces A Large Seed For Birds To Feed On And During The Winter Months Deer Paw Down Through The Snow And Feed On The Plant. Grows 18 Inches Tall, Likes Average Dry Soils, And Has Excellent Cold And Drought Tolerance. Can Be Used In Semi-Shaded Areas. Plant 15 Lbs Per Acre Very Early In The Spring.
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White Dutch Clover is well suited to heavy grazing and can propagate from stolon nodes or regenerate from seed.
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Haifa White Clover  adaptable to less sunlight, will over seed itself, sustains heavy grazing, taller than white dutch 
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
